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Some of you may have tested your IQ the other week on the television show.  I hope the blondes amongst you did better than your television counterparts.

John Hattie of Auckland University, who organised the questions, has been researching learning in schools for many years and some of his findings are very interesting.

He has studied classroom activities in several countries and has worked out which of these are more likely to improve student learning than others.  At the top of the list is constructive feedback from teachers.  The teachers at Collingwood have already discussed this at two staff meetings this year.

Underlying Hattie's findings, however, is the fact that all of his evidence shows that all time spent in the classroom is valuable for learning.  Children learn by being there.

This points to important consequences for many schools.  Truancy as an issue has recently been picked up by the media.  ERO commented on the high rate of absences at Collingwood last year.  Their base is 10% (or 1 day a fortnight).

In the past holidays, when the weather was not sunny enough for golf, I went through our registers for the first two terms this year.  One-third of our students have been absent over 10% of the time.  This is a phenomenal amount of lost learning time.

Naturally some absences are justified.  Students blowing bugs everywhere should stay at home and even breaking a leg justifies a few days’ rest.  Because of our location a trip to the orthodontist does tend to be an all day affair.

But there are also many absences which are not justified.  Holidays and shopping come into this category.  Even late to school because of sleeping in is disruptive to learning and is unjustified.

I would really like to see attendance improve because I want all of our students to make the most of their opportunities for learning.
