Spring is a real fun time with the weather.  The sun can be beating down one minute but shortly afterwards you can feel like lighting the fire.  Like all of New Zealand the only thing you can rely on is the wind.  I can assure you that although they may seem strong here they are nothing like the nor’westers on the Canterbury Plains.

One feature of the weather that we are learning more about is the power and potential danger of the sun.  We now know that the best long-term effect of lots of exposure, let alone deliberate tanning, is early wrinkling.  

According to a recent feature in the Nelson Mail, 20,000 New Zealanders have new skin cancers each year and about 250 die from it.   

The article includes a good comment for those who like tanning. “Cancerous tissue can be carved out of your face, legs, or wherever you’ve overdone the exposure.  You’ll probably end up looking like the surface of the moon, but maybe the tan was worth it.”

Young people find it hard to imagine that exposure now can kill them in 20 year’s time.  But it is the skin of young people that is more sensitive and so more likely to develop cancers.

That is why we, like many other schools, have policies to encourage/insist on students covering up when outside.  We have a large shade cloth for the primary students to sit under when eating lunch.

We also have a  policy that states that all years 1 to 7 students (next year this will include year 8) must wear a broad-brimmed hat in summer when outside.  We are currently enforcing this rule and students have been warned that they will be forced to stay inside if not wearing a hat.

Please do your bit and make sure your children have a hat that they bring to school.  Encourage them to wear a hat by wearing one yourself.  Hats might not look trendy but they look much better than the scabs and scars that come with the various forms of skin cancer.

There are all sorts of health and safety measures that are around these days.  Some, in my view, have much more benefit than others.  But the power of the sun is much greater and longer lasting than that of any bureaucrat and so respecting this power is very important.
