The National Conference of New Zealand’s area schools was held last week in Rotorua.

This is a special event as it is the only national school gathering where board of trustee members and senior managers get together.

We had some exhilarating (and entertaining) speakers, such as Sir Howard Morrison, who is doing much good work with some young people in Rotorua.

A major focus was in looking at how to strengthen rural schools in the light of some recent research that has been carried out by the Ministry of Education.  The research did show that area schools do have many strengths but there are some issues, mainly to do with isolation, that need addressing.  

One of these is the professional development of teachers.  It is so much more difficult for our teachers to have access to courses and training compared to city counterparts.  We have tried addressing this at Collingwood by having staff training for all both in the mornings and after school.  We also bring in people to carry out training at school.  There is more for us to do in this regard and we have applied for special funding to help with this and I also plan to work with the principals of other top of the south area schools to try and combine our efforts.

A small group, of which I am a member, has been set up by the area schools’ association to continue these efforts for all area schools over the next few months.

One special event at the Conference was recognising the contributions that some individuals have made to area schools.  One of those receiving recognition was Henk Zwanniken, for all of his years as a Board member and Board chairperson.
