Our years 11 to 13 students have had a varied start with a programme to develop their goal-setting and groupwork and ensure that they understand the qualifications that they will enter.  This Friday they will do the first of two days training for their First Aid certificates.  This is very important especially as they take part in outdoor education or in practical courses such as building.  The credits they gain will also count towards their end of year qualifications.  Some teachers will also do the training so that we have as many people qualified as possible.

This is part of a really good unit developed by the teachers to combine different curriculum areas into one study so that learning is more realistic. One of the most pleasant parts of my job is when junior students bring their work to show me.  Jasmine, with the help of Ashleigh, came to show me her latest piece of writing yesterday.  It is the excitement that  you see that goes with learning such new skills that does make teaching rewarding.
