KORERO

Some topics provide endless debate in education.

Assessment is one of these.

Even when I trained as a teacher (it was after Wilson Whineray was All Black captain) there was plenty of evidence that measuring success purely by an exam with a percentage mark was unreliable.  I had my own proof.  Although I attended Bursary mathematics classes for a whole year I was hopelessly out of my depth and basically handed in an empty booklet. I estimated that I attempted about 20% of the paper yet I gained 39%.   

Percentages are easy to add up, find the mean of and then twist and turn to suit whatever purpose you have in mind.   (Just like politicians do with the economic figures).  One of these purposes for some people then is to draw up tables which compare the results of one school with another.  Not only are the statistics in these tables unreliable and invalid but some schools would try and doctor these.  A most common way is to bar students who are likely to fail from entering exams (they would be put into “special” courses) so that they couldn’t possibly “spoil” the pass rates.

That there are schools that wish to cling to these outmoded and unreliable methods of assessment would only be sad if it weren’t that some of these, historically, have much more influence in education than the bulk of schools.  That they also want to introduce a system of assessment, the Cambridge exams  (from overseas), should be mocked.  They measure with the blunt edge of stone-age tools when what we have available is much more sophisticated.

The new NCEA does take more to understand than the old school certificate marks and there are some teething problems.  But this is because it is much more sophisticated than the old exam system.  The resulting assessments give students, parents, employers and tertiary educators a much more detailed, specific and accurate picture of where each student is at.

We have already shown at Collingwood that NCEA can work extremely well as our teachers develop courses that meet our students’ needs.  Our small classes allow for a great degree of flexibility and our students have learnt very quickly how the system works.  Some have achieved very high levels of success.

We look forward to helping our students gain even better NCEA results in the future and leave some of these city schools to chase the dinosaurs.
