ATTENDANCE AT SCHOOL 

There was a lot of media attention a week ago on the level of tru-

ancy in NZ schools.  The number of students absent each day, 

about 30,000, is staggering and unacceptable. 

The media assumed that all of these students were disappearing 

somewhere each day between home and school.  What they did 

not ask is how many of these absences have the support of par-

ents.  Far too often parents have reasons for not sending children 

to school, such as going on holiday, going shopping or just not get-

ting up in time to organise the children. 

We have virtually no absences at Collingwood because the stu-

dents decide themselves not to come.  We do have some, and any 

is too many, when parents condone the student absence.  Some-

times these absences are justified, notably through illness, but this 

is not always the case. 

Unjustified absences do disrupt a childõs learning.  This includes 

being late as the student may missing the vital information at the 

beginning of a lesson that sets the scene for what is to follow. 

 

Please do your part in ensuring that your child is pre-

sent at school for the whole school day unless there is 

some urgent and unavoidable reason.
